The financial statements presented for audit were sound.

We and your predecessor auditors have been working with officers to ensure
that the Authority's financial statements comply with the requirements of the
CIPFA Code of Practice and best practice. This year we identified that
there were a significant number of omissions, misclassifications and
disclosure changes required in order to bring your financial statements into
line with the CIPFA Code of Practice for 2012/13.

All the omissions and disclosure changes are to be adjusted for in the
updated set of accounts. The large number, combined with new supporting
information requirements as part of the change in the audit approach, has
impacted upon the efficiency of our audit. We have highlighted that the
processes for preparing and reviewing your financial statements could be
stronger and will be working in partnership with your officers to make
improvements for next year.



Executive summary

We have identified one non-trivial adjustment of £131k in respect of depreciation
that should have been charged on two fire stations that, having given consideration
to, officets ate not proposing to amend in 2012/13 but will correct in 2013/14. If
an amendment were made it would increase the Authority's reported financial
position of a deficit on the provision of services of £2,659k but, as the entries
would be reversed out under regulations, it would have no impact upon the level
of General Fund Resources of £1,048k available.

Misstatements

Most FRA's consider fire stations to be specialised properties as there are not
considered to be many alternative uses for them. As a result they are generally valued
on a depreciated replacement cost basis and depreciated. Depreciated replacement
cost being used as an estimate of fair value. The Authority has adopted this treatment
for its fire stations other than for Shrewsbury and Telford Central stations.

Due to the nature and design of the Shrewsbury and Telford Central stations the
Authority considers these properties might have alternative uses, such as office
accommodation. These properties are then valued on an open market value. We are
satisfied that this a reasonable valuation basis.

The Authority's accounting policies stated these two propetties would not be
depreciated (for Shrewsbury this has been since 1 April 2012 and Telford Central
since 1 April 2010). The CIPFA Code provides limited exceptions for not depreciating
operational assets and in our view these were not met. The Authority has accepted
this. The policy has been changed and the assets will be depreciated from 2013/14
with adjustments for prior years as appropriate.

Our audit approach involves the completion of an initial risk assessment against a
series of key criteria. In undertaking this initial assessment we took account of the
key issues facing the fire sector, including the reductions in funding that authorities
are facing following the Spending Review. We did not identify any residual risks
that needed to be addressed through specific local work.

Key findings

The key findings from our review are:
* The Authority has a medium term financial plan to 2019-20 which is aligned to
its service plan. Scenario modelling is used to update the plan for changes in

income or expenditure.
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* The 2012-13 financial plan was delivered with a surplus against budget of
£1.5million (2011-12 £1.4million). The underspend is being used to support
expenditure in future years which has slipped from the current year or to
provide earmarked reserves for planned future spend or uncertainties. The
budget is prepared on a prudent basis incorporating pay and prices factors.
The level of surplus in year is not at a level to indicate a weakness in
financial control.

* The Authority has continued its public value review of its service,
commenced in 2010 to look forward and meet the challenges the Authority
faces as a result of the reduced levels of income announced in the Spending
Review. In February 2013 the Authority approved a 2020 strategic planning
process to develop a strategic integrated risk management plan. This process
has progressed as planned. The Authority is currently consulting on
preferred options which may involve difficult decisions towards the end of
the 2013-14 financial year including ones about station closures and fire
appliance removals.

* The Authority has a memorandum of understanding with Hereford &
Worcester Fire & Rescue Authority for the provision of the fire control and
no issues have been noted in its operation.

* An Operational Performance assessment was completed in the year. There
were no significant or fundamental issues identified. The Authority is
committed to seek continuous improvement and has prepared an action plan
based on its findings which is in the process of being delivered.

Overall VFM conclusion

On the basis of our work, and having regard to the guidance on the specified
criteria published by the Audit Commission, we are satisfied that in all
significant respects the Authority put in place proper arrangements to secure
economy, efficiency and effectiveness in its use of resources for the year ending
